Objective of the Event
The main objective of celebrating International Yoga Day was to raise awareness about the importance of yoga in promoting a healthy body and a peaceful mind. The event aimed to encourage students and faculty members to incorporate yoga into their daily lifestyle as a natural means of stress management, concentration enhancement, and physical fitness. It also intended to develop mindfulness, inner balance, and harmony among participants through simple and effective yogic practices.
Description of the Event
The International Yoga Day celebration at Arihant School of Pharmacy, in collaboration with the NSS Unit, was held on 20th June 2025 in the 4th-floor classroom. The event began in the morning with a welcoming address and a short introduction about the history and global importance of International Yoga Day, as declared by the United Nations in 2015. Participants practiced Kapalbhati, a powerful breathing technique known for detoxifying the mind and body, followed by Anulom-Vilom, a balancing breathing exercise that enhances overall mental harmony and reduces anxiety. These practices were performed in a quiet, mindful atmosphere that allowed everyone to connect with their breath and feel centered.
To support eye health and reduce screen-related fatigue, simple exercises for the eyes, head, hands, and feet were also included. These gentle movements helped release muscular stiffness and improved circulation. And also perform Suryanamskar with team of 12 members. The exercises were especially appreciated by students who often spend long hours studying or working on digital devices.
